INVITATION TO ENTER: 2022 UJ PRIZE FOR LITERARY TRANSLATION
In 2021, UJ awarded the UJ Prize for Literary Translation for the first time. Nathan Trantraal was announced as the winner of the prize in the category Youth Texts with for his translation of Jason Reynolds Long Way Down as Lang Pad Onnetoe in Afrikaans (published by LAPA). Michiel Heyns received the main prize for his translation of Buys by Willem Anker as Red Dog into English (published by Kwela Books).
Entries are now open for the 2022 prize with a prize value of R50 000 (for the UJ main prize) and R35 000 (in the category Youth Texts), respectively.

Interested parties are invited to familiarise themselves with the rules and to submit their entries timeously.

1. There is no entry fee.

2. Three (3) copies of both the source text and the translated text must be supplied for each title that is submitted.

Only entries from or into the eleven official languages of South Africa will be accepted, i.e. translations from 
any language into any of the official South African languages, translation from any of the official South African 
languages into any other language or translations from any official South African language into any other 
official South African language. 
4.
There are no limitations or requirements regarding the genre. Therefore, translated texts on literary study, cultural-historical texts, and more can be entered. Entries are thus not limited to the strict traditional categories and literary genres, or exclusively to fiction. This means that translations of non-fiction, such as research in any discipline, biographies, history writing, and so on can be submitted.

Translations with 2021 as the printed date of publication (in other words, published and available from 1 January to 31 December 2021) may be entered.
