= Applicants with the following results, HIGCSE, NSSC (HL), AS Level, 1B (SL) and KCSE should be linked to the
South African NSC (N) Grades on UJ's Student database.
= Applicants who have set for either A Level or IB (HL)should be linked to the (A) Grades on UJ's Student database.
