If you are not a former UJ student: Only after you have been informed by the Faculty that you have been admitted to our Masters programme, must you obtain an official UJ Application form (www.uj.ac.za) and submit it to the Faculty of Science C-Ring 2, together with proof of the required payment. 
Admission to the coursework masters course requires an Honours degree in Geography or Environmental Management or any relevant and equivalent degree, with an average pass mark of at least 65%. Note that a four year degree MUST include modules passed at FOURTH YEAR level. A four year degree with most advanced modules only at third year level does NOT qualify for admission to this programme. Also any BTech degree does NOT qualify for admission to this programme. Also note that meeting all the requirements above does not systematically imply that you will get into the programme. Students are ranked in a descending order based on their scores (given all criteria) and the final list of admitted students will depend on space availability.  
Applicants who did not obtain 65% aggregate for their Honours degree or any equivalent degree or applicants with a BTech qualification need not put in the effort to apply for admission.
