It will determine ways 
of developing tactics of resilience 
and well-being to overcome 
pressures and stress, which 
will lead to positive effects for 
supervisors and students.

The programme which includes a 
keynote address is comprised of 
interactive Masterclasses on key 
aspects of supervisor enrichment 
and development. This is to better 
equip supervisors to oversee and 
supervise postgraduate research.
