20 March Eid-ul-Fitr (Termination of Fasting) * 
27 May Eid-ul-Adha (Day of Sacrifice) * 

  26 June Day of Ashurah (10th day) ** 
*. These days are not fixed to a calendar but based on the actual sighting of the moon and therefore there may be 

some variance by a day. 
** Note that in the Muslim calendar, a religious day begins at the sunset of the previous day.
